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SCOPE OF APPLICATION

Article. 1. Contract for Accommodation and relaled agreements to be entered into between
this Hotel and the Guest to be accommodated shall be subject to these Terms and
Conditions. And any particulars not provided for here in shall be governed by laws and
regulations and/or generally accepted practices.

2. Inthe case when the Hotel has entetred into a special contract with the Guest insofar as
such special contract does not violate laws and regulations and generally accepted practices,
notwithstanding the preceding Paragraph, the special contract shall take precedence over the
provisions of these Terms and Conditions.

APPLICATION FOR ACCOMMODATION CONTRACTS

Article2. 1. A Guest who intends to make an application for Accommodation Contract with

the Hotel shall notify the Hotel of the following particulars:

(1) Name of the Guest(s);

2) Date of accommodation and estimated time of arrival;

(3) Accommodation Charges (based, in principle, on the Basic Accommodation Charges
listed in the Attached Table No.1):and

(4) Other particulars deemed necessary by the Hotel.

2. In the case when the Guest requests. during his stay, extention of the accommodation

beyond the date in Subparegraph(2) of the preceding Paragraph, it shall be regarded as an

application for new Accommodation Contract at the time such request is made.

CONCLUSION OF ACCOMMODATION CONTRACTS, ETC.

Aticle3. 1. Accommodation Contract shall be deemed to have been concluded when the Hotel
has duly accepted the application as stipulated the preceding article. However, the same shall
not apply when it has been proved that the Hotel has not accepted the application.

2. When Accommodation Contract has been concluded in accordance with the provisions
of the preceding paragraph, the Guest is requested to pay an accommodation deposit fixed
by the Hotel within the limits of Basic Accommodation Charges covering the Guest's entire
period of stay(3 days when the period of stay exceeds 3 days)by the date specified by the
Hotel.

3. The deposit shall be first used for the Total Accommodation Charges to be paid by the
Guest then secondly for the cancellation charges under Anticle 6 and thirdly for the
reparations under Article 18 as applicable, and the remainder, if any, shall be refunded at the
time of the payment of the Accommeodation Charges as stated in Article 12.

4. When the Guest has failed to pay the deposit by the date as stipulated in Paragraph 2,
the Hotel shall treat Accommodation Contract as invalid. However, the same shall apply only
in the case where the Guest is thus informed by the Hotel when the period of payment of the
deposit is specified

SPECIAL CONTRACT'S REQUIRING NO ACCOMMODA-
TION DEPOSIT

Article4. 1. Notwithstanding the provisions of Paragraph 2 of the preceding Article, the Hotel
may enter into a special contract requiring no accommodation deposit after Accommodation
Conterct has been included as stipulated in the same Paragraph.

2. In the case when the Hotel has not requested the payment of the deposit as stipulated
in Paragraph 2 of the preceding Article and/or has not specified the date of the payment of
the deposit at the time the application for Accommodation Contract has bee accepted, it shall
be treated as that the Hotel has accepted a special contract prescribed in the preceding
paragraph.

REFUSAL OF ACCOMMODATION CONTRACTS

Article5. 1. The Hotel may not accept the conclusion of Accommodation Contract under any

of the following cases:

(1) When the application for accommodation does not conform with the provisions of these
Terms and Conditions;

(2)  When the Hotel is fully booked and no room is available,

(3) When the Guest seeking accommodation is deemed liable to conduct himself in a
manner that will contravene the laws or act against the public order or good morais in
regard to his accommodation;

(4)  When the Guest seeking accommodation can be clearly detected as carrying an
infectious disease;

(5) When the Hotel is requested to assume an unreasonable burden in regard to his

accommodation;

When the Hotel is unable to provide accommodation due to natural calamities,
disfunction of the facillities and/or other unavoidable causes; or

When the guest appears liable to, or in fact conducts himself in a disorderly manner, or
when the guest disturds or annoys other guests, especially when the guest is heavily
intoxicated. (Prefectural Ordinance are applicable)

(8) When the person seeking accommodation is a criminal arganization, a member of a
criminal organization, a group associated with criminal organizations, a member of such
a group, or any other antisocial influences.

When the person seeking accommodation is a corporate body conducting business
activities run by criminal organizations or their members, or other such groups.

When the person seeking accommodation is a corporate body having a member of a
criminal organization as an executive.

When the person seeking accommodation deemed liable to commit violence against,
threaten, or blackmail the hotel or its employees; make unreascnable demands of the
hotel ar its employees; or is found to have previously committed similar acts at this hotel
or other hotels in the past.

RIGHT TO CANCEL ACCOMMODATION CONTRACTS BY

Article6. 1. The Guest is entitled to cancel Accommodation Contract by so notifying the Hotel.
2. In the case when the Guest has cancelled Accommodation Contract in Whole or in part
due to causes for which the Guest is liable(except in the case when the Hotel has requested
the payment of the deposit during the specified as prescribed in paragraph 2 of Article 3 and
the Guest has cancelled before the payment), the Guest shall pay cancellation charges listed
Table No.2, However, in the case when a special contract as precribed in Paragraph 1 of
Article 4 has been concluded, the same shall apply only when the Guest is intormed of the
obligation of the payment of the cancellation charge in case of cancellation by the Guest.

3. In the case when the Guest does not appear by 10:00p.m. of the accommodation date(two
hours after the expected time of arrival it the Hotel is notified of it)without an advance notice,
the Hotel may regard Accommedation Contracts as being cancelled by the Guest.
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RIGHT TO CANCEL ACCOMMODATION CONTRACT BY
THE HOTEL

Article7. 1.

cases:

(1) When the Guest is deemed liable to conduct and/or have conducted himself in a
manner that will contravene the laws or act against the public order or good morals in
regard to his accommodation.

(2)  When the Guest can be clearly detected as carrying an infectious disease;

(3) When the Hotel is requested to assume an unreascnable burden in regard to his
accommodation.

(4)  When the Hotel is unble to provide accommodation due to natural calamities and/or
other cause of force majeure;

(5)  When the Guest appears liable to, or in fact conducts himself in a disorderly menner,
or When the guest disturbs or annoys other guests, especlally when the guest is heavilly
intoxicated. (Prefectural Ordinance are applicable)

(6) When the Guest does not observe prohibition such a smoking in bed, mischief to the
fire-fighting facilities and other prohibitions of Use Requlations stipulated by the Hotel
(restricted to particulars deemed necessary in order to avoid the causing of fires).

2. In the case when the Hotel has cancelled Accommodation Contract in accordance with

the preceding paragraph, the Hotel shall not be entitled to charge the Guest for any of the

services in the future during the contractual period which he has not received.

REGISTRATION

Article8. 1. The Guest shall register the following particulars at the front desk of the Hotel on
the day of accommodation.

(1)  Name, age, sex, address and occupation of Guest(s).

(2)  Except Japanese, nationality, passport number, port and date of entry in Japan

(3) Date and estimated time of departure.

(4)  Other particlars deemed necessary by the Hotel.

2. In the case when the Guest intends to pay his Accommodation Charges prescribed in
Article 12 by any means other then Japanese currency, such as tranelers chegues, coupons
or credit cards, these credentials shall be shown in advance at the time of the registration
prescribed in the preceding Paragraph.

OCCUPANCY HOURS OF GUEST ROOMS

ArticleS. 1. The Guest is entitled to occupy the contracted guest room of the Hotel from 3:00
p.m. to 10:00 a.m. the next morning. However, in the case when the Guest is accommodated
continuously, the guest may occupy it all day long, except for the days of arrival and
departure.

2. The Hotel may, notwithstanding the provisions prescribed in the preceding paragraph,
permit the Guest to occupy the room beyond the time precribed in the same Paragraph. in
this case, extra chages shall be paid as follows.

(1)  Upto 2:00 P.M. the sum equivalent to 30% of the room charge

(2)  Upto 5:00 P.M. the sum equivalent to 50% of the room charge

(3)  After 5:00 PM.the sum equivalent to 100% of the room charge

OBSERVANCE OF USE REGULATIONS

Article10. The Guest shall ebserve Use Regulaion established by the Hotel, which are
posted within the premise.

BUSINESS HOURS

Article11. 1. The business hours of the main facilities, atc. of the Hotel are as follows, and
those of other facilities, eac. shall be notified in detail by brochures as provided, notices
displeyed in each place. service directories in guest rooms and others.
(1)  Service hours of front desk, cashier's desk etc.

A Closing time:not applicable

B Front service:24hours

C Exchange service:24hours
(2) Service hours (at facilities) for dining, drinking and etc.

A Breakfast: 5:00a.m.~
(3) Service hours of auxilliary facilities:
2. The business hours specified in the preceding Paragraph are subject to temporary
changes due to unavoidable causess of the Hotel. In such a case, the Guest shall be
informed by appropriate means.

PAYMENT OF ACCOMMODATION CHARGES

Article12. 1. The breakdown and method of calculation of the Accommodation Charges, etc.
that the Guest shall pay is as listed in the Attached Table No.1.

2. Accommodation Chages, etc. as stated in the preceding Paragraph shall be paid with
Japanece currency or by any means other then Jacanese currency such as traveler's
cheques, coupons or credit cards recognized by the Hotel at the front desk at the time of the
departure of the Guest or upon request by the Hotel,

3. Accommodation Charges shall be paid even if the Guest voluntarlly does not utilize the
accommodation facilities provided for him by the Hotel and are at his disposal.

The Hotel may cancel Accommodation contract under any of the tollowing
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LIABILITIES OF THE HOTEL

Article13. 1. The Hotel shall compensate the Guest for the damage if the Hotel has caused such damage
1o the Guest in the fulfillment or the nonfulfillement of Accommodation Contract and/or related agreements.
However,the same shall not apply in the case where such damage has been caused due to reasons for
which the Hotel is not liable.

2. Even though the Hotel has received the"PASS MARK"(Certificate of excellence of Fire Prevention
Standard issued by the fire station),furthermore the Hotel is covered by the Hotel Liability insurance in
order to deal with unexpecled fire and/or other disasters.

HANDLING WHEN THE HOTEL IS UNABLE TO PROVIDE CONTRACTED
ROOMS

Article14. 1.The Hotel shall, when unable to provide contacted rooms,arrange accommodalion of the same
standard elsewhere for the Guest insofar as practicable with the consent of the Guest.

2.When arrangement of other accommodation can not be made notwithstanding the provisions of the
Preceding Paragraph,the Hotel shall pay the Guest a compensation fee equivalent to the cancellation
charges and such compensation fee shall be applied to the reparations. However, when the Hotel cannot

HANDLING OF DEPOSITED ARTICLES

Article15. 1. The Hotel shall compensate the Guest for the damage when loss, breakage or other damage
is caused to the goods, cash or valuables deposited at the front desk by the Guest, except in the case
when this has occured due to causes of force majeure However, for cash and valuables. when the Hotel
has requested the Guest to report its kind and value but the Guest has failed to do so, the Hotel shall
compensate the Guest within the limits of 150,000 yen.

2. The Hotel shall compensate the Guest for the damage when loss, breakage or other damage is caused,
through intention or negligence on the part of the Hotel, to the goods, cash or valuables which are brought
into the premises of the Hotel by the Guest but are not deposited at front desk. However, for articles of
which the kind and value has not been reported in advance by the Guest, the Hotel shall compensate the
Guest within the limits of 150,000 yen.

CUSTODY OF BAGGAGE AND/OR BELONGINGS OF THE GUEST

Aritcle16. 1. When the baggage of the Guest is brought into the Hotel before his arrival the Hotel shall be
liable to keep it only in the case when such a request has been accepted by the Hotel. The baggage shall
be handed over to the Guest at the front desk at the time of his check-in.

2. when the baggage or belongings of the Guest is found left after his check-out, and the ownership of
such article is cofimed, the Hotel shall inform the owner of the article left and ask for futher
instructions.When no instructions is given to the Hotel by the owner or when the owership is not cofirmed,
the Hotel shall keep the article for 7 days including the day it is found, and after this period, the Hotel shall
turn it over to the nearest police station.

The Hotel's liability in regard to the Guest's baggage and belongings in the case of precedings two
Paragraphs shall be assumed in accordance with the provisions of Paragraph 1 of the preceding Article in
the case of Paragraph 1 and with the provisions of Paragraph 2 of the same Article in the case of
Paragraph 2.

LIABILITY IN REGARD TO PARKING

Article17. The Hotel shall not be liable for the custody of the Guest when the Guest utilizes the parking lot
within the premises of the Hotel, as it shall be regarded that the Hotel simply offers the space for
parking,whether the key of the vehicle has been deposited lo the Hotel or not. However, the Hotel shall
compensate the Guest for the damage caused through intention or negligence on the part of the Hotel in
regard to the management of the parking lot.

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1. The percentages signify the rate of cancellation charge to the Basic Accommodation Charges.

2.When the number of days contracted is shortened, a cancellation charge for its first day shall be paid by
Guest regardless of the number of days shortened.

3. When part of a group booking (for 15 persons,or more) is cancelled.the cancellation charge shall not be
charged for the number of persons equivalent to 10% of the number of persons booked as of 10 days prior
to the occupancy (When accepted less than 10 days prior to the occupancy, as of the date) with fractions
Counted as whole number.

Remarks:

1.In the event the tax law is revised, it shallapply to the revised regulation.
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In order to insure our guests a secure and pleasant stay, we have set
this Use Regulations for use of our facilites in accordance with Article
10 of Accommodation Contract.

In case one of the following regulations is violated by a certain guest,
his or her stay will be discontinued regardless of the previous
reservation in accordance with Article 7 of Accommodation Contract.

Guests are requested to observe the following rules:
1. Do not use the guest-room for purposes other than sleeping.
2. Guests who are not registered are not allowed to stay at the hotel.
3. To check the locations of the emergency route and exits, as posted
in your room.
4. Refrain from smoking at spots likely to cause a fire (especially in
bed).
5. Refrain from using equipment for heating, cooking or ironing in the
room.
6. When leaving the room, please be sure belock the door ang bring
the Key with you.
7. When in the room or in bed, please lock the door and fasten the
door arm for maximum safety.
8. Do not admit unknown visitors into the room, when in doubt,
please contact the front Desk by your room telephone.
9. Do not bring unregistered guest in your room.
10. Do not leave your belongings in the hail way or other public areas.
11. Do not move furniture from fixed position within the hotel.
12.Do not aiter or rearrange the fixtures in the room without
authorization of hotel officials.
13. Do not bring into the hotel any of the following.
a. Animals, birds or any kinds(except guidedog)
b. Things likely to cause bad odour.
c. Unregistered firearms or swords, or other
possession of which is prohibited by local laws.
d. Explosives or inflammables.
14. Do not annoy other guests by making loud noises in your room or
in the hallways.
15. Do not gamble in the hotel and commit any offense against public
decency or public order.
16. Do not use the hotel for soliciting business of any type unless
specially authorized.
17. Do not display anything on the window.
18. Do not order dishes and drinks from outside of the hotel.
19. Do not attempt to open windows.
20. You are requested to take special care of your children.
21. Guests are not allowed to use the accommodations when they
appear likely to conduct themselves in a disorderly manner, or when
they annoy other guests by their unethical or unusual behavior.
22. Deposit money and valuables in the safe of the front office. The
hotel is not responsible for loss or robbery of valuables left in your
room.
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
